» Erasmus exchanges are based on agreements between specific departments 

within separate universities. This means that each department has a specific set of 

partnerships. If you are interested in attending UVSQ you should check with your 

home university, your department, or the UVSQ Projetcts and International Relations 

Office to see if there is an agreement in your subject area.

» Term dates: UVSQ courses are based on a semester system, divided into a Fall 

term (semester I) from mid-September to mid-January and a Spring term (semester II) 

from mid-January to mid-May, with some exams continuing until the end of June.
